History and Geography unit planning is undertaken on a 3-year rolling plan for Class 1 (EYFS, Year 1 and Year 2). For other subjects, a 2-year rolling plan is taught. The themes, experiences
and focuses from these units are used as a stimulus to deliver the EYFS curriculum. In Class One the children are taught the appropriate knowledge progression steps for each year group.
When working on a 2 year rolling plan, History and Geography are used to provide the context for the unit in the other subjects. In Year X the DT unit is “Constructing a Windmill”, the
children will be using the knowledge progression from this unit however, the context can be changed to enhance learning in History or Geography. When Year X is taught alongside Year A,
children may “Construct a Windmill” to support their Holidays in the Past history unit however in Year C, they will be learning about Space Discovery and could construct a flying device using
the same knowledge progression. Staff adapt the schemes to support the knowledge development for each year group.

For Key Stage 2, a 4 year rolling plan is in place for all subjects.
